TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 The French Revolution is hardly a ñtreasureò in our story, yet in 

1789 it began to dismantle the way the world was organized: feudal-

ism. The collapsed society had three basic divisions: those who work, 

those who fight, and those who pray. There wasnôt a great deal of 

movement among the ranks, yet one way to move out of the workers 

and the fighters was in the direction of the folks who prayed. These 

were the First Estate, the clergy. One of the key persons in any manor 

or village was the priest. He could read, at least a bit, and so was the 

source for pronouncements and news from government and Church. 

He was assigned to celebrate the sacraments frequently and in con-

formance with certain rules. Seminaries did not exist before the Refor-

mation. Astute Protestant reformers then forced the Catholic world 

toward a more educated and able clergy. Before that, young men ap-

prenticed with a priest to learn the essentials, and would be presented 

to the bishop for ordination. Other priests emerged from the university 

system, where students were required to be invested as clerics. Still 

others were monks, ordained not so much for ministry outside the mo-

nastic walls, but to offer Mass only for the intentions of the communi-

tyôs benefactors.
